After several surgeries and a gruesome recovetry, he returned to
the ice just 4 months after his injury and signed with Vancouver Canucks 5 years later in 2010.

Today, Aaron is focused on inspiring people around the world through his coaching and
speaking engagements. His journeys and successes wouldn't have been possible without the
extremely powerful visualization practice he developed. He wrote his own story, and visualized .

OUR FIRST NATIONS HISTORY:

First Nations History of Maple Ridge & Pitt Meadows (Summary)

The lands now known as Maple Ridge and Pitt Meadows lie within the
traditional, ancestral, and unceded territory of the Katzie First Nation,
part of the Coast Salish peoples. These lands have been inhabited for
thousands of years—long before European contact.

Katzie First Nation



The Katzie people lived throughout the lower Fraser River, Pitt River,
and surrounding marshlands, forests, and mountains. Their name
comes from the Halkomelem word gicay, meaning “land of moss.” The
environment supported a rich and sustainable way of life based on
fishing, hunting, gathering, and trade.

Today, the Katzie First Nation remains an active and vital community,
working to preserve language, culture, and traditions while
participating in environmental stewardship and local governance.
Maple Ridge and Pitt Meadows continue to acknowledge that they are
on unceded Katzie territory, recognizing the ongoing presence and
rights of the First Nations people of this land.
